One of the directions notes that there is a penalty for 

guessing. What should you do?

7. You are looking for an apartment and find two that you can afford.  One has a view of the 

park.  The other has a view of a flashing neon sign.  You love flashing neon signs.  Which 
apartment should you rent? 
A. The one with the park view 
B. The one with the view of the flashing neon sign 
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Answers: 
 

1. Cross the street with caution.  This is what you do routinely at intersections that don’t 
have walk lights (and never had walk lights).  The present intersection is now one of them. 
 

2. Buy the less fancy kind.  You are short of cash, and you love all varieties equally, so you 
shouldn’t spend more for any one of them.
